Integrated Justice Information Systems Institute: 
A Public/Private Partnership Promoting Justice Information Sharing


The Integrated Justice Information Systems (IJIS) Institute is founded on the principle that public/private partnerships in the area of justice system information integration can contribute to the successful implementation of integrated justice systems throughout the country.  As data sharing and integration efforts were considered, the U.S. Department of Justice, Office of Justice Programs, Bureau of Justice Assistance, recognized that corporations would bring valuable expertise to the justice community and subsequently awarded a grant to fund the IJIS Institute. 


What makes the group unique is its intense focus on collaboration between entities in the public sector and corporations and groups from the private sector.  These contributions include a leadership role in development of emerging technologies, highly tuned project management skills, vast requirements analysis, and other vital issues.  The IJIS Institute believes that fostering public/private partnership can also build relationships between vendors and agencies on important issues such as price, scope, delivery, and implementation.


Today, the IJIS Institute provides important assistance to local and state governments on justice system technology issues through education/training programs and technology assistance.  IJIS Institute technical assistance falls into two categories:  1) assistance that is subsidized by the 
U.S. Department of Justice, and 2) assistance for jurisdictions to obtain lower-than-market rates.  In addition to the ongoing Emerging Technologies courses, new specialized courses focusing on XML, security, and information sharing are offered. The IJIS Institute welcomes new members from both public and private organizations.  A formal distribution system is being developed to provide members with information regarding funding initiatives, and procurements and awards, as well as relevant developments within the justice arena.
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
