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Outreach Summary

The following description is provided on behalf of the Global Privacy and Information Quality Working Group (GPIQWG) in support of Global's outreach mission. Ethical and legal obligations compel every professional in the justice system to protect privacy interests when sharing justice information, regardless of the size of the system or the number of participants.  The inherent value of a well-developed privacy policy for justice entities is that it protects the agency, the individual, and the public and promotes public trust in information sharing.  To assist in this effort, the U.S. Department of Justice's (DOJ) Global Justice Information Sharing Initiative (Global) has released a new resource for justice practitioners charged with developing or revising an agency's privacy policy.  Known as the Global Privacy Policy Development Guide and Implementation Templates, it was developed by Global's Privacy and Information Quality Working Group (GPIQWG).  The publication is a practical, hands-on resource that provides basic guidance and information for each step of the privacy policy development process, with resource lists and Web links to more in-depth information on specific subjects.  The guide identifies certain common issues to be addressed and suggests approaches for issue resolution. It walks the user through the steps to determine what specific information a justice entity collects, uses, and disseminates during the course of routine justice operations and assists in the identification of laws that control the collection and sharing of that information.  Appendix A of the guide contains Privacy, Civil Rights, and Civil Liberties Policy Templates for Justice Information Systems, an essential tool to assist justice system practitioners in drafting comprehensive privacy policies.  The templates are relevant to the administration of justice, strategic and tactical operations, and national security responsibilities and are intended to address all types of public safety and public protection risks and threats, whether criminal or from natural disasters.
Using this guide is the next logical step for those justice entities that are ready to move beyond awareness into the actual policy development process. It assists agencies in articulating privacy obligations in a manner that protects the justice agency, the individual, and the public and that makes it easier to do what is necessary—share critical justice information.
